Motto:

“I do not go to a <<salon>> where modern art is displayed to see travesties and repetitions … of what art has already produced; I am only interested in the current, in what the present moment has given and what is of value now”. 
WYSPIAŃSKI MUSEUM CONCEPTUAL DESIGN 
Together with the National Museum the Wyspiański Museum, which is located in its direct neighbourhood, form a uniform city development composition. The element which integrates the two buildings is the organised plateau of basalt plates which forms the basis for the existing and the designed buildings. This also restores the real significance of Stanisław Wyspiański’s monument as well as the whole public area around the museum buildings and at the junction with the Jagiellonian Library. The descending space of the plateau leads along the steps of the amphitheatre, across the “art forum” to the main entrance of the new building. 
The negative of this entrance, in contrast to the impressive crepidome of the National Museum’s main entrance stresses the difference between the two edifices and enriches the space of the plateau. 

The architectonic concept is based on a city planning and historical context. 

The Wyspiański Museum becomes more than just an ordinary exhibition site. Through the creative approach of Stanisław Wyspiański, who approved modernity and rejected archaism, it affirms the architectonic expression which is a modern interpretation of the concepts of Art Nouveau. This is included in the transformation of the decoration motive, i.e. the balustrade of the Doctor’s House, for creating the architectonic vision of the edifice, a vision free from associations with the fashionable language of architecture and which strictly relates the site to Stanisław Wyspiański. The simple form of the building, with horizontal and vertical divisions, a glass façade and the digital imprint of the decoration motive create an elegant and sensitive accent which identifies not only the Wyspiański Museum, but also the whole Museum Complex. 
In the context of the other simple (and even purist) materials applied, e.g. the concrete of the elevation, the ornament of the glass façade and “Wyspiański’s signature” clearly define the architecture of “his museum”. 
The dialogue between the “old” and the “new” also determines the space between the two buildings. This is enhanced with a water surface which provides each edifice with full autonomy and gives the effect of extending the space between them. 
The sculpture-like arranged skylights which provide daylight access to the studios, clubs and administration premises are also an illuminative element of the building. 
The permanent exhibition route is a consequence of its scenario and layout design. The exhibition space for Stanisław Wyspiański’s works, which are to be located in the two upper galleries, has been arranged on a rectangular layout and its third dimension is determined by the size of the displayed works. The semi-sacred character of the exhibition interiors is ensured by their simplicity and intimacy achieved also by the way in which daylight penetrates the walls and the upper ceiling of the gallery. 
The remaining part of the site with an outdoor open-plan layout offers visitors the freedom of choice of where they want to be. 
The lower levels which can be accessed from the “art forum” located below the level of the site constitute an extension to the public area of the entrance plan which is concurrently a sculpture exhibition site, the terrace of the summer cafeteria and the amphitheatre. This space is continued by the entrance hall, the cafeteria and the book and souvenir shop. 
The basic offer of the Museum is completed with such premises as the temporary exhibition room, the audio hall, the library and lecture halls as well as clubs for artists and disabled persons. This also includes storage areas, office premises and the necessary control rooms. 
The suggested underground car park which is to replace the existing car park on ground level also incorporates the rooms for power substations.
